GUIDANCE NOTES 
Examination Entries 
1. All candidates must be members of The Hong Kong Institute of Bankers. 
2. Please complete and return the enrollment form and retain a copy for your own reference. 
3. Entries must comply with the regulations and timetable published in the handbook. 
4. Under no circumstances will change of module entry be allowed. 
5. Under no circumstances will the assessment fees, program fee and examination fees be refunded or transferred. 
Entry Qualification Assessment 
6. Entry Qualification Assessment is applicable to applicants who take the public examination for the first time, regardless of the 

learning mode. 
7. The application should submit all relevant documentary evidence for his / her qualifications (i.e. certificates, official transcripts 

etc) together with this application form. Only certified original copies of the documents will be accepted. We only accept 
photocopies of the documents which are certified as original copy by: 

(i) Liaison Officer (District Offices), Home Affairs Department of the HKSAR; or 
(ii) The Hong Kong Institute of Bankers. 

8. The assessment fee is HK$300 per application which is non-refundable regardless of the result of the assessment. 
9. The application will be processed upon receipt and the result will be mailed to the applicant within 2 weeks of the application 

unless in certain circumstances the qualification submitted required special assessment. 
10. All documentation submitted will not be returned regardless of the result of the assessment. 
Method of Payment 
11. (a) By cheque (no post dated cheques), and attach it to the entry form. Cheques should be made payable to “The Hong Kong 

Institute of Bankers”. Please put your membership number on the back of the cheques. OR  
    (b) By PPS. The Hong Kong Institute of Bankers’ PPS merchant code is “9657”. Please dial 18011(Eng) /18013(Chi) for bill 

registration and 18031(Eng) / 18033(Chi) for payment. Please note that the PPS payment number is different for each 
member. Therefore you have to contact us for your PPS payment number and register the relevant information before 
making payment. 

    (c) No cash payment is accepted at the Institute's counter, but Credit card payment is allowed. 
    (d) Entry Form without payment evidence will not be processed. 
    (e) Examination fees, once paid, will not be refunded. 
Application Method 
12. Application can be accepted year round, by hand, fax, e-mail or by mail. Should you choose to fax your entry form, please do 

not mail it to the Institute to avoid duplication. 
Late Entries 
13. Wherever possible, late entries will be accepted for up to 14 days after the above closing dates if the entry form is 

accompanied by a late entry fee of HK$200 (in addition to the module entry fees). 
Acknowledgement 
14. Acknowledgement of the examination entry will be sent by e-mail within 7 working days of receiving the entry form. Should 

you fail to receive the acknowledgement within the above said period, please inform the Institute in advance. 
Attendance Notices/Admission Forms 
15. These will be posted to candidates about 2 weeks before the examinations by mail. Please advise the Institute immediately if 

you do not receive one or find any mistakes on it. 
Result Release 
16. (a) Results will be posted in six weeks after the examination.  
    (b) Results will not be given over the telephone or by fax.

17. Information on the examination modules is printed in the Examination Handbook. Examination related news will also be 

published in the Institute’s web-site.
